The above equation is the sum of all the
efforts of the KIND Foundation. Commitments
on everyones part are needed to make this
equation happen.

The earlier parents realize there my be some-
thing  different about their child and seek  help,
the quicker their child will begin to thrive. These
children have average to above average intelli-
gence.  They need appropriate care early before
frustration, anxiety and anger develop.
Depression can occur as well at a very early age.

First and foremost, a family must be commit-
ted to the belief that they are investing in their-
special needs child by getting the intervention
now that is neccessary for a successful tomor-
row.  Besides the financial investment, parents
will still have to create more time to prepare  for
a spelling test with their child after late dinners
and a long  day of work. Some of KIND’s Kids
have struggled for over three years at CAL’s
Place and are creeping ahead, while others are
able to achieve their goals in two years. It is an
investment of over $5000 per year and 100 days
of working diligently to learn to read.  Sometimes
families have an additional fee of $65 per ses-
sion for speech and language therapy. Those of
us without learning disabilities cannot  begin to
comprehend the pain and agony these children
are going through. Twenty percent of the chil-
dren in this country today cannot read on grade
level because they are dyslexic or have other
disabilities. Most children can learn to compen-
sate through instruction and therapy.  Others
have more involved disabilities that hamper the
speed of their individual learning. Children can
have a successful and independant future
although the disability is a life long situation. 

KIND’s highly trained instructors and the stu-
dent’s desire and willingness to learn are key
factors to success. KIND teachers work very
hard and long to help their students be success-
ful. KIND’s staff is completely committed to
achieve success for each child we teach. After
three years of hard work, one of our quieter stu-
dents charged into CAL’s Place his first week of
school this year smiling from ear to ear and
shouting out “I can read!” Barbara Stein came
out of the tutoring room asking if I heard the
news? I offered the three of us a piece of tissue
to wipe our tears of joy. This is the  reason
KIND’s kids are eager (most days) to give it their
all. Their self esteem soars when they are confi-
dent and know the next time they are called upon
to read in front of the class, they will not suffer
from embarrassment and ridicule..

Financial Committee reviews the application docu-
ments and then makes decisions witch students will
be given financial assistance.  KIND reviews the
updated financial information annually. The most
difficult thing for KIND to do is tell a parent that their
child will no longer be able to have financial help.
We try to be very fair and hope they can resolve the
financial need independently from KIND. With the
current economic situation, it is very  difficult for
most to keep up with their bills, especially when it is
something that was not expected to be in the budg-
et. Every student’s family must invest financially in
order to make this project a joint effort.

This is the sum of all the efforts of the KIND
Foundation: dedicated students and parents,
trained instructors and generous donors. These
ingredients make KIND a unique educational expe-
rience for the children we serve.

This country is in for harder times if we do  not
make changes in our educational system. The U.S.
Department of Education estimates 40% of stu-
dents who started 9th grade this year will not grad-
uate from high school. A John Hopkins University
study estimates 60% of Palm Beach County 10th
graders will drop out of high school.

KIND is making a difference but our foundation
is a small needle in the haystack. More research is
required to determine why there are increased
numbers of affected children. ALL children can
learn, they just need to be taught with the right tools
and by well educated teachers. It may cost more
money now, but it will be the best investment our
future generations have. WE CANNOT HAVE THE
BRIGHTEST EDUCATED AND THE REST LEFT
BEHIND.

We are asking you to continue your support  of
KIND’s efforts to help us give a future to more com-
mitted children who want, more than anything else,
to learn to read, write and be successful.  Your sup-
port to KIND’s Kids’ futures gives all of us and soci-
ety a brighter future!

UCLA Researcher, Thomas Kaleita, Ph.D and 
Paul Sheridan, KIND President, discuss teaming together

to study the effects of nutrient deficient 
infant baby formula and brain development.

In the mid to late 1970’s, over 50,000 babies were
fed a nutrient deficient infant formula as their sole
source of  nutrition in the U.S. The first year of  life
is the most important time for brain development.
The effects of  this insult  caused many babies to
suffer with failure-to-thrive,anorexia, and perva
sive  developmental delays in language, motor 
co-ordination and adaptation.

During the 1980’s,Dr. Kaleita,  John Menkes, M.D.
from UCLA and Marcel Kinsbourne,M.D. from Harvard University followed up 13 of  these children
who were on the formula found to have neurobehavioral abnormalities. These findings were pub-
lished in Developmental Medicine and Child Neurology in 1991 as well as presented to the Western
Society for Pediatric Research in 1987. Three years after the initial tragedy, infants in Spain also ex-
perienced a lack of  nutrients in a baby formula. Recently, China manufactured a tainted baby
formula which affected over 300,000 children.

A longitudinal study of  these now adults affected by the formulas will determine the lasting
effects of  nutrient deficient formula and the impact on their activities of  daily living. Findings may
have implications for others, as well as important knowledge for future research.
